Fees One-time guarantee fee of 2% (1% in special cases)

Annual renewal fee of  0.25% on outstanding balance

Loan Uses New construction, equipment, expansion, working capital and 

debt restructuring 

Borrower Types New or existing businesses. Business does not have to be 

headquartered in the rural community, just conducting business 

there.
