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The Nebraska Affordable Housing Trust 
Fund (NAHTF) was created by the 1996 
Nebraska Affordable Housing Act with 
the purpose of enhancing the economic 

development of the State and 
contributing to the general prosperity of 
Nebraskaõs citizens through the 

provision of safe and affordable housing.  



Funding for the NAHTF is received from 
revenue generated through the stateôs 

Documentary Stamp Tax.  The tax is collected 
by counties, remitted to the Nebraska State 

Treasurers office, and credited to the 
Nebraska Department of Economic 

Development (DED).
