The National Rural Development
Partnership was authorized in the
2002 Farm Bill and, subsequently,
the various state rural development
councils and commissions became
federally recognized. This authori-
zation enabled some modest fund-
ing to be received by the various
recognized state councils and com-
missions and also encouraged fed-
eral and state agencies to cooper-
ate on rural issues.

Currently, the NRDP is working
with legislators to request reauthori-
zation in the 2007 Farm Bill. This is
