The day-

long workshop also will include technical assistance information about the Economic De-

velopment Certified Communities program, Nebraska Community Improvement Pro-

gram, the Community Development Assistance Act and the Leadership Challenge.   

Rounding out the day will be a panel representing other Nebraska funders and technical 

resources including the Department of Environmental Quality, Nebraska Arts Council, 

Nebraska Humanities Council, and the Nebraska Department of Banking. 

  Lunch will be provided by the Federal Reserve Bank.  The workshop is free but 

pre-registration is requested for meal count and space requirements.   More information 

and a link to registration information will be available soon online.

Pros and cons, including tax consequences, of various business entities:

tion. 

 
Creation of a business entity through preparation of organizational docu-

ments such as articles or incorporation or organization, legal notices, 
bylaws, etc. 

 
Employment law, employee/independent contractor issues, tax withhold-

ing requirements for employees. 
 

Trademark and intellectual property (The Clinic cannot represent clients 
seeking to obtain a patent.) 
 

Legal formalities essential to maintain a given form of business entity 
such as a corporation. 
 

There is no charge  for attorney time.  However, clients would be responsi-
ble for fees imposed by administrative agencies such as the filing fees charged by 
the Secretary of State.

senior Creighton law students who  assist clients through the Clinic.   Milo has 30 
years of experience as an attorney.

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 A SWEET DEAL 

  
 According to the Chandlerõs Sandhill Honey brochure, Pat caught his first 

beehive in a cardboard box when he was 10 years old and has had an interest in 

beekeeping ever since.  Pat and his brother Mike started raising honey bees in the 

90s and Pat assumed the honey business in 2003. Pat and Racheal Chandler were 
restricted to selling their honey at Farmerõs Markets because it wasnõt packaged 

in a commercial kitchen.  This same chal-

lenge is faced by beekeepers statewide.  

With help from an Agricultural Innovation 

and Value-Added Agriculture (VAA) grant, 

the Chandlerõs, in partnership with their 

son, Ben, and Fred and Rose Cram are 

now the owners of a honey processing  

and bottling facility in Anselmo.  Other 

Nebraska beekeepers are working with 

the Chandler facility to process their own 

honey. 
 Located along Highway 2 and the Sandhills Journey Byway, the new facility 

offers locals and tourists a place to purchase honey.  Chandlers  also feature 

other selected local products in their store.  But, more than just a store, it offers 

a place to learn about the importance of bees in the environment and see a dis-

play of honey bees at work. 
 The facility has definitely impacted a statewide fundraiserñHoney Sunday, 

a project of the Arc that assists people with cognitive, intellectual, and develop-

ment disabilities.    Prior to the opening of the Chandlerõs Sandhills Honey and 

Bottling Co. honey used for the project was from sources outside the state.  The 

first year, the Chandler operation had to fill 15,745 honey bear bottles to meet 

the Arc contract.  This was a great kick-off event for their new business. 
 Originally, one full-time employee was planned but the business now has 

grown to three full-time employees and part-time help. 
 A uniquely designed window 

frame inside the store mimics a honey-

comb.  On the store side the shelve dis-

plays gift items and collectibles.  Through 

the glass is the bottling room and 

kitchen.  On production days, visitors 

can watch the process and gain a better 

understanding of how honey is made 

available for market.
